The members should note that the treasuer’s report reflects that all of the expenses for the August meeting, which was held at the home of Rick Murphy, were donated by our host and his XYL, Diane. The members thanked the president for generous donation.

John Kanode provided the League update. At the most recent board of directors meeting, they directed the Plans and Programs Committee to review the complete operation of the DXCC program. A continuing issue is the list of approved DX entities – currently the ARRL uses the United Nations list and John suggested that the association weigh in on this issue and recommend that the Department of State “Independent States in the World” list also be adopted by the League. In addition, the issue of Remote Operations relative to DXCC is also going to be addressed. However, Fred Laun recommended that our comments to the League be kept simple and limited to the use of the Department of State list. The association has until next spring to comment. 

Fred Laun updated the status of the W3 QSL Bureau and reported that an “X” sorter was lost and gained. Fred also reported that cards from the Radio Society of Great Britain were received. Fred also reported that he has volunteered to receive and sort the cards from the RSGB for all of the US call districts but only those cards from the RSGB. Fred also showed the members the new IRC. There was a discussion on the future of the IRC, how they can be procured, which countries accept them and how long they will be in used in the future. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]The president then addressed the status of the NCDXA Corporation that was established in 2012 to conduct the DXCC-East Convention that was held in Frederick, MD. The president summarized the costs that the association will incur in order to maintain the legal status of the corporation including those required to become a 501.C charity. Several members commented on the future of the corporation and the fact that there is very little likelihood that another DXCC-East Convention will be conducted even if another organization such as PVRC were to participate. There was motion from the floor and seconded that a vote be taken to terminate the legal status of the corporation, as defined by the corporation charter, and under the laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia. The members present voted unanimously to terminate the legal status of the corporation. The president will contact the law firm that prepared the corporation charter and direct them to undertake the steps necessary to terminate the corporation. As a result of this action, the old by-laws of the association will be revised by the secretary, distributed to the members and a vote to accept the revised by-laws as the governing document of the association will held at the December meeting. The members of the association that have volunteered to serve as officers for the term of one year are: Rick Murphy (K1MU), President and Treasurer; Brian Bayus (N1KC), Vice President; and Terry Hines (N4ZH). However, they share in the  hope that another member will come forth at the December meeting and volunteer to serve as an officer. 

The December meeting will be held at the home of Marlene Hammond, in Oakton, VA on 14 December. 

The meeting was adjourned at 17:30.
