Rana, HS0ZBK, a long time NCDXA member, passed away since the last meeting and the President contacted his family about making a donation in his name to his preferred charity. The donation was sent to charity but the check was returned; the organization did not provide a reason why they returned the donation.  
Regarding correspondence, the President reported that he received requests to provide financial support for two minor DXpeditions in addition to some announcements regarding upcoming hamfests.

John Kanode reported that he heard from Gary Dickson that something is going to happen with Kosovo’s status as a DXCC entity. Checking the US Department of State “List of Independent Entities” against the one used by the ARRL differs only by Kosovo. John also reported that the leaderboard for the ARRL Centenial Award has been posted. John discussed some of the publication problems that CQ Magazine is having and Fred Laun indicated that the ARRL has purchased one of CQ Magazine’s publications and that Monitoring Times and Popcom have ceased operations.

Fred Laun updated the status of the W3 QSL Bureau and reported the start of the year is typically slow but that a large box of cards was received from the German bureau.
Dave Collingham, K3LP made a request to take over control of DXCC-East since there is still a great deal of interest locally for having another conference. A motion was made by John Kanode, seconded by Brian Gaffney to transfer control of DXCC-East to Dave. The vote in favor to take this action was unanimous. NCDXA wishes Dave success in turning DXCC-East into a successful event.
The April meeting will be held at the home of Dave Collingham in Mt. Airy, MD. The date of the meeting will be announced at a later time.
